Dear Students & Parents,
Welcome back to school!  
This letter is to help inform you of classroom procedures and policies.  Please contact us if you have any questions or concerns.  Working together will help to make the school year a success.  We are excited to begin the year!
Assignment books are to be filled out daily.  They are used as a tool to help the students learn organization and responsibility.  Please look over the books regularly.  Parents please sign the assignment books on Friday and return them to school on Monday.  A reward of a free 100% will be given to students who bring the Friday Folder and assignment book back on Monday filled out with the previous week’s assignments and with a parent signature!
Friday Folders will be used to send home papers and notes.  Inside of the Friday Folder is a signature log.  Please sign this sheet each week indicating that you have seen the contents of the folder. 

The Friday Note contains important information about the coming week. Post it on the fridge!  Important dates and other information are also listed on the sixth grade web site.  The website is updated weekly.  The site contains Mrs. Kuhlman’s weekly lesson plans, spelling lists, notes, forms and websites we use.  You can locate the site on the school’s website by going to the MENU tab at the top and then STUDENT RESOURSES. Scroll all the way to the bottom and you will see ELEMENTARY WEBSITES. Homework is part of sixth grade.  Study time is scheduled daily.  Some students will be able to accomplish their work during the school day.  Others will have homework on a regular basis. Watch the Friday Note for when tests are scheduled and remind your child to bring home the materials necessary to study.  Helping your child study is a great way to reinforce the importance of the task.

Late Homework: Students who hand in homework late will be required to bring a Completion Contract home.  The contract will state what the late homework is, the new due date and it requires both the student and parent to sign the contract.  As part of the contract, the student and the teacher will work together to create a plan for getting the work completed.  After receiving three Completion Contracts in a single quarter, students will be required to serve a detention until 4:00 PM for each additional contract given in that quarter.  This time will be made up within three days of the fourth Completion Contract.  If a student should receive a seventh Completion Contract in the same quarter, a meeting will be set up with the parent, teacher and student.  The student will be given a “clean slate” at the beginning of each quarter.  This means the student will be allowed three Completion Contracts the following quarter before serving a detention.  

We cannot emphasize enough how important it is to communicate with us if you have any questions or concerns.  The following is a list of sixth grade teachers and classes they teach. Mr. Frerichs: Science, Mr. Dlouhy: History, Mrs. Holub: Language Arts, and Mrs. Kuhlman: Math. Please feel free to contact us.
New Math Curriculum:  This year we are implementing a new math curriculum.  The curriculum will be online and in workbooks. Students will be completing work using both methods.
